Al-Saeed Ibrahim which aims to collect and study Imam al-Nawawi’s
observations in his book “Khulasat al-Ahkam fi Mohimmat Al-Sunan
Wa Qawa’id Al-Islam” on Imam al-Tirmidhi using the inductive
analytical method.

Results included: The primary motive for scholars following up
on each other is to revise their writings, purify them and protect them
from delusions and errors, and this is a great service to science and its
people.

It also shows the extent of the prowess of Imams Al-Tirmidhi and
Al-Nawawi - may God have mercy on them - and their extensive
knowledge of narrators and narrations, as well as the methods and
evidence of hadith.

“Glad Tidings in the Sunnah of the Prophet — An Objective
Study” by Abu Bakr Al-Sayyid Abdul-Aleem Muhammad which
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aims to collect modern examples that confirm that the approach of
preaching and spreading the spirit of hope and optimism is the core
of the message of Islam and that it is a prophetic approach. The
research followed an inductive approach.

Results included: Spreading hope and optimism is one of the basics
of the message of Islam. Islam was concerned with spreading
optimism to encourage determination and diligence in matters of this
world and the hereafter.

“Defects in Hadith According to The Narrator (An Applied
Study in Light of The Sunnah of The Prophet)” by Abdel Ghaffar
Abdel Sattar Abdel Badie which aims to highlight the concepts of
determining defects in hadith through disagreement over the narrator
in connection and transmission, through disagreement over the
narrator in waqf and raf’, through disagreement over the narrator by
confirming or discarding a narrator, through disagreement over the
narrator by replacing one narrator with another narrator, and through
disagreement over the narrator in substituting an attribution by
another attribution using the inductive and comparative analytical
method.

Results included: The researcher cannot know the validity of any
hadith except by putting in every effort to collect all the routes of the
hadith, knowing what scholars say about them, researching the
conditions of men through impeaching and endorsing, and having
great knowledge of the chains of transmission and texts.

“Dyeing, a Hadith Study.” by Ahmed Muhammad Muhammad
Muhammad Hussein Al-Ganaini which aims to talk about dyeing
linguistically, terminologically, according to jurists and according to
hadith scholars. It also aims to mention the number of those who were
characterized by dyeing, know its cause know the scientific benefit
resulting from this matter, clarify the correct scientific picture of the
scientific consequences related to this matter according to the hadith
scholars and present and analyze the writings of those who were
described as they who did not dye their hair. and those who dyed their

hair black using the inductive, descriptive, and analytical approaches.

Results included: The description of having dye indicates that its
owner adheres to the Sunnah. The linguistic and terminological
meaning have no differences between them. Often the person with
dye has lived a long time and has exceeded fifty years of age. The
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description of having dye is evidence of one’s religious belief. The
description of not having dye does indicate an accusation of any sort,
as there is a jurisprudential disagreement on the issue.

“Family Values in The Sunnah of The Prophet - The Prophet’s
(PBUH) Treatment of His Household as An Example.” by Abdo
Ahmed Fadl Al-Sayyid Fadlallah which aims to explain Islam’s
interest in the Muslim family through following the Sunnah of the
Prophet (PBUH) taking the Prophet’s (PBUH) treatment of his
household as a model from which an educational approach that can
be applied in our contemporary reality is derived using the descriptive
analytical method.

Results Included: Family values are one of the main pillars on
which the Muslim family is based. Adhering to family values brings
happiness and tranquility to the Muslim family. Family values are a
preserving force and a driving force that protects the individual and
society from deviation and dissolution.

“Fair (Hasan) Hadith According to Al-Daraqutni in His Book
“Al-Sunan” Is It Strange or Objectionable?” by Muhammad
Hamdi Abu Abdo which aims to to clarify the concept of the hasan
hadith based on the uses of the predecessors according to their three-
way division of the types of hadith (sahih, hasan, weak), and the uses
of the later people of this word (hasan) based on the five-fold division
of the types of hadith (sahih, authentic for other isnaads, hasan in and
of itself, hasan for other isnaads, weak) and highlighting the concept
of hasan hadith according to Al-Dar Qutni through “Book of Sunan.”
Using the deductive analytical approach to explain the critics’
statements and extract their opinions on the meaning of “hasan” and
analyze the critics’ phrases to reach the closest meaning to the
description of “hasan”. And the comparative critical approach to
compare the sayings of scholars in criticizing the hadiths that are the
subject of the study.

Results included: Identifying the meaning of hasan and its uses
according to the imams of hadith and its sciences in order to arrive at
what Al-Dar Qutni approved or disagreed with. Identifying the
statements of critics in the well-regarded books of defects and
weighing between them to arrive at a judgment on the word Hasan
according to Al-Dar Qutni.
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“takhrij alfurue ealaa alfurue bialmafhum From the nasi
almujtahid wanusus alkutub” by Mishal bin Abdullah bin Dujain
Al-Sahli which aims to know the ruling on abstraction in the texts of
the mujtahids, and what is the ruling on inferring the mujtahid’s
school of thought by abstracting his texts this research was to be an
applied theoretical study, while collecting what is related to this issue
from various fundamentalist references and noting the jurisprudential
applications of this issue in various jurisprudential books using the
inductive analytical method.

Results included:

* It is permissible to infer the agreement from the texts
of the mujtahid and in books.

* [t 1s permissible to infer the reverse ruling in the texts
of the mujtahid, and in books, if there are evidence and signs
indicating that the mujtahid or scholar intended, by the
restriction contained in his words, to deny the ruling from
anything else, and that he is seeking the meaning of only
what he says.

* The reality seen in the books of jurisprudence indicates
that the majority of the jurists of the sects see working with
the concept of reverse ruling in the texts of the mujtahid and
in books.

The following research came in the department of Islamic Call:

“Islamic Outlook on Acquiring The Nationality of a Non-
Muslim Country As a Muslim” by Haitham Ashry Barham Abdel
Rahim which aims to explain the conditions and circumstances in
which the issue under study arose - A Muslim acquiring the
nationality of a non-Muslim country - as well as to explain the
position of the Islamic dawah on it in the contemporary reality using
the the inductive method, the analytical method, and the historical
method.

Results included:

The ruling in this case is detailed and varies depending on the
circumstances.

This aforementioned acquirement is conditional at all times and in
every place that it does not lead to anything that harms the
individual’s religion.
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Acquiring the nationality for the sake of goals related to the
nation’s highest interest is required if the intentions are correct.

“The Advocational Efforts of Foreigner Companions in Calling
to God, Bilal bin Rabah, Suhaib Al-Rumi, and Salman Al-Farsi -
May God Be Pleased With Them - As an Example” by Alsayid
Ahmed Mohamed Hassan which aims to explain the advocational
efforts of foreigner companions, may God be pleased with them -
these heroes whose patience in calling to God Almighty has been
recorded for us in history. Just as Almighty God gave Jesus (PBUH)
Disciples He, similarly gave the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH)
honorable companions of whom God Almighty told us that he was
pleased with in the Holy Qur’an.

The analytical, inductive and historical retrieval methods were used.

Results included: Patience in the face of harm for the sake of God
1s one of the pillars of the call to God Almighty with good intentions
and the intention of establishing justice and truth it becomes one of
the most important causes of happiness in the afterlife as well.

The following research came in the department of fundamentals of
religion:

“Shiism in Transoxiana Until The End of The Seventh Century
AH” by Abdullah bin Obaid Mabrouk Al-Otaibi which aims to
introduce the countries of Transoxiana, to define the Shiites
linguistically and terminologically, to explain the origin of the name,
and to explain the emergence of Shiism and the titles of Shiism. It
also aims to explain the Shiite revolutions in the countries of
Transoxiana, and finally aims to explain the position of the Shiites in
the countries beyond the river. This is done by clarifying the extent to
which its doctrinal views agree with the approach of the predecessors
and the extent to which it contradicts it, as well as examining the
position of the early scholars in Transoxiana towards the deviant sects
and a statement of the clear approach followed by the righteous
predecessors, the people of the Sunnah, may God be pleased with
them all, so that those who come later may follow their example using
the inductive and descriptive analytical methods.

Results included:

The Shiites in Transoxiana have revolutions and heresies that are
new and reprehensible.
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The Shiite belief that extremism in the Shiism of the Ahl al-Bayt is
the best path that leads them to God.

The scholars of Transoxiana have commendable efforts in
responding to the Shiites.

The Shiites have no standing or status among the people of
Transoxiana due to the innovations they introduced.

“Abrahamic Religions and Their Role in Protecting Society
From Epidemics and Diseases - CoVID-'% as a Model” by Fathi
Muhammad Attia Abdel Salam which aims to clarify the position of
the Abrahamic religions in interpreting the divine will for the
epidemics and diseases that may befall a person, and to explain the
religious approach to prevention and treatment methods to protect
against epidemics and diseases using the comparative and descriptive
analytical approach.

Results included: The necessity of highlighting the extent to which
religious texts in the Abrahamic religions (Judaism - Christianity -
Islam) pay attention to health, prevention and treatment for continued
well-being and body safety.

Emphasizing the importance of the religious role in resisting the
epidemics and diseases that may befall society in order to raise the
level of human awareness, understanding, and reassurance about
what may befall it, especially with the emergence of the (CoVID-1%)
epidemic, which brought to mind the stage of continued medical
disability. This reflects the positive role of followers of religions in
confronting the CoVID epidemic and pursuing ways to prevent it.

The following research is in the department of Islamic Sharia and Law:

“The strongest opinion in explaining the terminology of the
Hanafi school of thought in books, imams and fatwas.” by
Abdullah Hashem Abdullah Abdul Ghaffar which aims to highlight
what distinguishes the Hanafi school of thought in terms of special
terms and symbols that are commonly used by scholars of the school
of thought. Especially the later ones, in their texts, explanations, and
footnotes using the methods of induction rooting.

Results included:

The Hanafi school has special terms to refer to books and issues,
and other terms to refer to imams and notables, whether imams of the
sect or other imams of other sects, and that these terms and symbols
came in two parts: verbal coding and literal notation.
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The Hanafis have their own terminology and symbols that they
created to indicate the signs of a fatwa, indicating the rank of the
fatwa in terms of validity or weakness, and explaining the reason for
their choosing a statement over another, and so on.

The Hanafi school will remain a witness to the greatness of the Muslim
jurisprudential mentality, and its legislative influence will remain strong
in solving the problems of new developments and calamities.

“The opinion of jurists regarding leasing the leased property”
by Abdullah bin Fahd Al Sharif which aims to clarify the ruling on a
tenant leasing the property he has rented according to the jurists and
to know their opinions regarding it. Some tenants may fall into this
social jurisprudential issue as a result of the tenant’s dislike of living
in the rented property or his inability to benefit directly from it due to
his absence from where it 1s located, such as if he moved from one
country to another and did not want to lose what he had paid for it
and, therefore, decided to rent it to someone else using the inductive
and comparative analytical methods.

Results included: Islamic law’s inclusiveness regarding all the
possible actions of God’s servants, the efforts of Muslim scholars in
studying all the emergent issues of jurisprudence and explaining the
legal ruling therein.

“Risk in Islamic Economics and Its Contemporary Images: An
Applied Comparative Study.” by Fawzi Eid Mahmoud Eid which
aims to elucidate the perfection of Sharia law, and the ability of its
laws to accommodate people’s newly emerging transactions. As you
can hardly find a transaction that is free from danger, The All-Wise
Legislator is keen to preserve people’s money. It also aims to clarify
the legal ruling for what people need in terms of transactions,
especially with globalization and the intermixing of nations with each
other using the inductive-deductive method.

Results included: Some of the risks are legitimate and some are illegal.

“Violating the condition of the donor due to need or necessity,
origins and branches.” by Al Sayed Ali Ahmed Al-Souri which aims
to explain the impact of the donor’s conditions on the endowment’s
expenses and on abiding by and adhering to the apparent conditions
of the donor, even if this leads to harm to the endowment. This is done
through extrapolating the words of the jurists and following their texts
using the inductive, critical, and comparative approaches.
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Results included:

The agreement of divine laws as well as man-made laws on
considering necessity and making it mitigate many rulings.

From this result arise the following rules: “Every necessity is a
permit, but not every permit is a necessity,” “Every necessity is a
need, but not every need is a necessity,” “Every necessity is an excuse,
but not every excuse is a necessity,” and “Every necessity is an
embarrassment, but not every embarrassment is a necessity”.

“The Rights of Players’ Agents in Islamic Jurisprudence and Civil
Law - A Comparative Study.” by Mohamed Khairy Mohamed Al-
Sayed which aims to clarify the rights of players’ agents, balancing
them in Islamic jurisprudence and civil law following the inductive,
deductive, and comparative analytical method.

Results included: The Egyptian Football Association should create
a list of regulations regarding players' agents, and avoid the
shortcomings that affected some other regulation lists.\

“The Effect of Verbal Insults Resulting From Enmity - A
Comparative Jurisprudential Study” by Youssef Al-Sayyid
Muhammad Youssef Ashour which aims to identify the concept of
verbal insults and enmity, then explain the ruling on verbal insults in
Islamic law to enhance the role of the purposes of the sharia law in
preserving honor. The research also aims to know the forms of cursing
according to jurists, explain ways to protect society from the
phenomenon of cursing, and determine the effects of cursing resulting
from enmity.

The inductive and analytical approach, as well as the comparative
approach were used.

Results included: Insults resulting from a dispute lead to the
deterioration of personal relationships between conflicting
individuals and may also affect the relationships close to them. The
efforts of community members should be concentrated to reduce
negative and forbidden behaviors such as cursing and abusing others
and following their shame, which leads to breaking the barrier of
values, spreading indecency, and daring many to assault others and
persist in many forbidden things.

“The basis for warranty regarding damage resulting from
dangerous objects - A jurisprudential study compared to civil
law.” by Muhammad Hosseini Abdel Azim Hanafi which aims to
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explain the basis on which the guarding of dangerous objects resulting
from scientific development, such as mechanical machines, electrical
energy, and other dangerous objects, is included in Islamic
jurisprudence and in Egyptian civil law using the inductive method,
the analytical method, and the deductive method.

Results included: Islamic jurisprudence bases warranties in illegal
acts on the theory of direct relation and causation, which combines
the personal and objective views.

“The Conflicting Evidences of Mandatory Rulings, The
Weighting Between Them, and The Impact of That on The
Branches - Obligation and Supererogation as a Model.” by Asmaa
Al-Sayed Ibrahim Al-Bayh which aims to find out the truth about the
contradiction in the evidence of Sharia, and to show the greatness of
Islamic Sharia and that it is consistent in its rulings, its legislation is
consistent with its aims and wisdom, and that there are no
contradictions in it, and to find out the fundamentalists’ school of
thought regarding how to weigh between the evidence of the rulings
on obligatory and supererogatory acts if they conflict with other
ruhngs using inductive approach in tracking and collecting the
opinions of fundamentalists from their sources, the analytical
approach in analyzing the opinions of scholars and mentioning their
evidence, differences, and preferences, and the applied approach in
mentioning applied issues of jurisprudence.

Results included: There are no contradictions among the evidence
at all, but the contradiction exists only apparently, and that the
disagreement of the jurists was for valid reasons, and that giving
preference to combining the texts is preferable to favoring to enable
the implementation of the two proofs and that the difference of
opinion among scholars regarding ways to resolve the conflict leads
to a multiplicity of opinions on the issue, which increases
jurisprudence’s fertility and flexibility.

The following research is in the department of Arabic Language
Fundamentals:

“Languages in Nazm Al-Fawa’id by Ibn Malik (d. VY AH =
VYVt AD)” by Shaima Saad Abdo Muhammad Zarzour which aims
to strive to attribute what can be attributed to the spoken languages,
and to indicate which ones are eloquent and which are inarticulate
using the inductive, analytical, and critical methods.
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Results included: Ibn Malik mentioned languages in fifty-five
words, and they are three hundred and fifty-eight (Y°A) languages,
and he did not attribute them, so it was tried to attribute them from
language books, dictionaries, and others, but it was found that eighty-
one languages (YY,17%) of them were not languages in the first place
according to the scholars consulted. Ibn Malik was the only one to
state this, and it was found that thirty-two languages (A 37%) were
attributed in the books of scholars. The researcher worked hard to
attribute what remained and succeeded in fifty-three languages
(Y ¢,A%) using several methods. Ibn Malik came short when he
separated the languages of “Ladun” in two places in his book, and the
best was to join them in one place.

However, it 1s praiseworthy that in some places he fulfilled all the
aspects in which the word was used, and in other places he fulfilled
most of them.

The following research is in the department of Arabic Rhetoric:

“Tackling Societal Deviation in Light of Quranic Regulations -
An Analytical Rhetorical Study” by Ayman Othman Ali Issa which
aims to highlight an important aspect of the eloquence of the Holy
Qur’an in its treatment of societal deviation in light of the Qur’anic
rhetoric as well as treating it through punitive means, by stating the
sentence and punishment using the rhetorical analytical method and
other related methods, which are required by the nature of rhetorical
research in analyzing the Qur’anic verses to reveal some of the
subtleties and secrets of the Qur’anic rhetoric in its treatment of
societal deviation.

Results included:

The Qur’an’s connotations varied in its treatment of societal
deviation through moral aspects as well as through punitive means by
establishing punishment.

The use of the Arabic (En-nama — i) for restriction had a clear
significance in its treatment of societal deviation.

The use of incitement was extremely important in dealing with
societal deviation.

“On the secrets of Qur’anic expression of family love — Analytical
Rhetorical Study” by Heba Ismail Hassan Ibrahim which aims to
explain the aesthetics of the Qur’anic expression of family love, to
contemplate its structures and methods, to contemplate its meanings, and



to attempt to reveal the significance of those aesthetics, their rhetorical
secrets, and their declarative aspects using the inductive approach to
extrapolate the places in which the Qur’an talks about the family and its
love, and the analytical approach to extract the places of beauty and the
secrets of rhetoric in talking about family love.

Results included:

The noble verses revealed the importance of family relationships
in the social fabric and the axis around which the family revolves.

We find a type of rhetoric most eloquent in the Qur’anic texts that
call for family love, and therefore all the elements of a rhetorical
miracle were achieved in it. The Qur’anic text has a wondrous effect
on the hearts that no other text has.

“The enrichment of Ibn Malik’s syntactic studies through
prophetic rhetoric: The correction and elucidation of Al-Jami’
Al-Saheeh as an example.” by Ahmed Muhammad Tawfiq Al-
Sudani which aims to illustrate the role of syntactic texts in basing
syntactic and morphological rules using the inductive method.

Results included:

Proof that prophetic narrations (Hadeeth) can be cited in matters of
syntax and morphology.

Proof that the alleged refusal of Abu Hayyan to cite Hadeeth in
matters of syntax and morphology is false, and consequently anyone
who follows that refusal is using a false method since Abu Hayyan
himself cited Hadeeth.

The emergence of Ibn Malik's school of thought in citing Hadeeth
backs up what the researcher reached.

The following research is in the department of Arabic Literature:

“A Technical Objective Reading of Surat Al-Naba’” by Ahmed
Hassan Azzam, Hussein Youssef Qazaq, Hashem Ahmed Al-Azzam
which aims to read Surat Al-Naba’ in a technical way, by explaining
the Qur’anic miracle in it, and monitoring the stylistic formations that
appear in it using the descriptive analytical approach.

Results included: The stylistic formations on which the Surah was
built, such as the question, counterpoint, contrast, and the use of
similar images, were used as demonstrative methods of persuasion in
order to influence the infidels to bring about a change in the path of
their thinking, protect them, and save them. The verses of the Surah
carried a discourse of guidance, admonition, and compassionate
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guidance toward the disbelieving person, with the aim of giving him
an opportunity to contemplate the meanings of these verses, as well.
The Surah confirmed that the Day of Resurrection will inevitably
come and every person will be held accountable for his actions.

The following research is in the department of Jahili Literature:

“On The Dialectic of Hope and Despair in Mimiyyat Alqama
Al-Fahl” by Milad Adel Jamal which aims to read the dialectic of
hope and despair by Alqgama Al-Fahl (who is a prominent a poet from
the pre-Islamic era) thereby identifying the bases on which his poem
stands. Alternating between hope and despair like any other poet who
is stopped by nature in all its cruelty. In a person’s settlement and
movement from one place to another, the researcher proceeded in this
study from several axes that will emerge clearly using the methods of
presentation, analysis and criticism.

Results included: Hope and despair represent a group of
dichotomies that constitute life’s rhythms among other dichotomies
like life and death, pleasure and pain, positives and negatives and
good and evil. These dichotomous elements are in an eternal conflict
and continuous argument, this conflict is the source from which ideas
are continuously developed. As long as poetry represents an
observation of life and existence it will carry its characteristics, the
most important of which is dichotomy.

Social factors played a major role in the emergence of the hope and
despair analogy in Algama’s text since the aging and departures he
experienced affected his text causing him to oscillate between hope
and despair which manifested in his texts through symbolic means.

This scientific output has a profound effect on the faculty, the novel
in age yet antiquated in its visionary, strategic educational outputs on all
scientific axes. | pray to Allah that He makes these researches purely in
His sake and that He accepts it from the researchers, the faculty, the
journal’s executive board, consultant board and all who had any form of
contribution to bring this work out into the world.
